FOREWORD

The proposed study guide is a summary of basic concepts, categories, institutions
and branches of international law in the light of their use in Ukraine, which are
represented in the form of diagrams and tables.

International law has gained its particular importance since the
adoption of constitutional provision in our state (Article 55), which states the possibility
of appealing for protection of rights and freedoms in international court.

That is why the discipline of international law makes it possible to understand
the place of modernity in the historical development of our civilization, to understand
how relationships between states correspond to the moral criteria that were produced
by humanity throughout its history, to take stock of the past and predict the future.

International law as an academic discipline has a certain terminological language,
a significant amount of material, dynamic changes in jural relationships and other
provisions, which makes it different from other disciplines.

The main purpose of the study book is to try to help to recall and organize the
knowledge of the course as soon as possible.

The proposed textbook is aimed at achieving stated goals and is a collection of
diagrams and definitions. It is designed to assist students in learning the material for
the course “Public International Law”. It reveals scientifically grounded and reasonable
definitions of specific concepts, terms and expressions which are presented in the
course.
