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Ferdynand Kassler, to whom the book of Bohdan Cherkes and Yuli-
ia Bohdanova is devoted, was an alumnus of Lviv Polytechnic Univer-
sity, a very successful architect, the founder of modernism in Galicia,
and an outstanding architect during the interwar period in Lviv. Ex-
actly 80 years ago, in 1942, during the occupation of Lviv by Nazi Ger-
many, he was brutally shot dead on a street in his beloved city, with-
out charge or trial, like many other students, alumni, professors and
employees of Lviv Polytechnic University, who fell victims to totalitari-
an regimes. The book commemorates this famous architect and, at the
same time, warns future generations of the dangers and tragic conse-
quences of authoritarian rules and totalitarianism.

Lviv Polytechnic University was a leading research and educa-
tion institution in Galicia. Its major mission was shaping society’s
spiritual, humanistic, and scientific values. The university’s influ-
ence and authority were the result of the sustained efforts of many
generations of professors, lecturers, and alumni, who, by their out-
standing work in research, practical and social spheres, made the
university famous both in Galicia and abroad. Architects, closely
connected to Lviv Polytechnic University, giving rise to the flour-
ish of Lviv, and the university itself played a very important part in
this. Remarkably, over the years, representatives of the architectural
profession were rectors of the university: Julian Zachariewiz, found-
erand organizer of Lviv School of Architecture, author of the design
of the university’s main building; Gustaw Bisanz, a renowned archi-
tect; Edgar Kovats, art theorist and advocate of national traditions in
architecture; Tadeusz Obmiriski, author of the city’s secessionist ap-
pearance; and Witold Minkiewicz, distinguished architect, teacher,
and leading representative of modernism.

As early as the beginning of the 20th century, Lviv Polytech-
nic University provided education at an internationally high level,

training professionals for the needs of architecture, urban develop-
ment, and construction. The students’ community was multination-
al. Young people of different nationalities came to study here. Upon
graduation, they often settled in Lviv and successfully pursued their
professional careers, building houses that are still gracing the city’s
streets and squares. Among them was Ferdynand Kassler, who came
from Krakow; after graduating from Lviv Polytechnic University,
he stayed in Lviv for the rest of his life to apply his knowledge in
real designs and change the city’s appearance by filling it with the
world’s best examples of innovative architecture. An inspirer by us-
ing modern building structures, reinforced concrete, and state-of-
the-art building materials in Galicia, Ferdynand Kassler made a sig-
nificant impact not only on the architecture of his time, but also on
the further modernization of the region. His heritage continues to
inspire young creative architects, urbanists and designers for cut-
ting-edge innovative solutions creating the image of contemporary
Lviv — one of the most beautiful European cities.
