PREFACE
DESIGN IN WARTIME

The exhibition and catalog «Design in Wartimenis
the result of the creative work of students from two
European universities, Lviv Polytechnic National
University in Lviv, Ukraine, and Vienna University
of Technology, Austria. Despite the full-scale war
against Ukraine launched by Putin’s regime on Feb-
ruary 24, 2022, which has already claimed the lives
of nearly 20,000 civilians and caused tragic disrup-
tion to normal life, students and teachers have con-
tinued to live and work in these new and incredibly
difficult conditions. Often, their creative work took
place and continues to take place under the sound
of sirens, enemy rocket and drone attacks, in base-
ments and shelters, in cold and unsuitable premises
and conditions. Despite these terrible times of war,
the reality of life forces us to adapt, learn to survive,
and generate new ideas. The fields of design, archi-
tecture, urbanism, and art are no exception. They,
too, are giving birth to new trends and ideas that
have become responses to the challenges of this
new, unexpectedly difficult and tragic time at the
beginning of the 21st century, a time of hybrid wars,
clouds of deadly drones, and artificial intelligence
put at the service of dictatorial regimes and inhu-
mane goals.

The exhibition consists of five sections: «Refu-
gee Housing Facility», «<Shelters», «Military Design»,
«Art Therapy Design», and «Recovery Design»
which are represented by 19 projects. This classi-
fication was based on the work of 28 students and
their teachers, who deal with the complex subject
of design in its various manifestations in wartime. A
significant part of the works presented here are the
result of the elective course «City and War» taught

War and escape from it have their own cruel, iron
logic. The beginning of war is always unexpected
and always a shock. In order to save themselves, ci-
vilians need to flee somewhere or hide somewhere
from the unprecedented aggression of the occupi-
ers, bombs, missiles, or drones. Hence the sections
«Refugee Housing Facility»and «Shelters.»Then
come the cruel and exhausting days of war, which
require physical and mental resilience, living in
extreme conditions without the usual light, heat,
and food, searching for alternative energy sources,
and forming a survival strategy. Hence the sections
«Military Design» and «Art Therapy Design».But
throughout this time of war, in order to survive, it
is necessary to restore what has been damaged and
destroyed by the aggressors, preserving the will to
live and ensuring the conditions for its continua-
tion. Hence the section «Design for Recovery», the
significance of which, of course, becomes dominant
after the end of the war.
